- The award will be presented annually at the G. Ray Bodley High School
commencement ceremony.

Awards & Disbursement

- The scholarship is presented annually and is a one-time award.

- The award amount is a one-time presentation of $1,000.00 US.

- The award recipient is eligible to submit digital photos of their art work for
publication on www.mitchelsonartscholarship.org for display purposes. This
benefit has no expiration.

- The award will be presented at the G. Ray Bodley High School commencement
ceremony.

- The award may be used toward tuition, books and/or art related instructional
supplies.
